On behalf of the Nebraska Department of Roads and the Federal Highway Administration, and in
accordance Section 6(f), I’m hoping that you can provide information on whether or not properties
that have received Land and Water Conservation Funds occur within 0.25 mile of NDOR’s proposed
roadway improvements along Nebraska Highway 89 in Furnas and Harlan counties, and including
the Village of Stamford.  If 6(f) properties are identified, please provide the 6(f) property name and
boundary and (if appropriate) written concurrence that the project would not result in the
conversion of public outdoor recreation use. 
 
In order to facilitate your review, I’m providing the below project description and attached project
location figure. The project is scheduled to receive Federal-aid and is therefore being evaluated in
accordance with NEPA.  It is anticipated that the project’s NEPA obligation will be met via FHWA’s
approval of a Categorical Exclusion – your Section 6(f) concurrence is necessary to facilitate this
approval. 
 
Research on http://waso-lwcf.ncrc.nps.gov/public/index.cfm showed that there is one Section 6(f)
property within 0.25 miles of the project, a ballfield in Stamford.  Would you concur with our
findings or make us aware of any other Section 6(f) properties in the project vicinity?
 
Stamford East and West Project Description
This 3R (Resurfacing, Restoration and Rehabilitation) project would resurface 6.52 miles of N-89
located in Furnas and Harlan Counties, starting 0.13 mile east of Nebraska Highway 46, at mile
marker (MM) 52.23, and extending east to MM 58.76, 0.86 mile west of the Republican River. 
Construction may begin and/or end approximately 200 feet ahead of or beyond the actual project
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limits to accommodate transitioning the pavement.
 
The existing roadway on this segment of N-89 consists of two 12-foot-wide asphalt lanes and 6
foot-wide earth shoulders.
 
The improvements on this project consist of performing hydrated lime slurry stabilization of the
asphalt roadway and resurfacing the roadway with asphalt.  The growth from this strategy would be
used to widen the roadway two feet left and right, resulting in a 28-foot-wide surfaced top. There
would be a grade raise. Areas of the roadway segment not undergoing trench widening would be
milled and resurfaced with asphalt, creating a grade raise. Existing culvert ends with headwalls
within the Lateral Obstacle Clear Zone would be extended or replaced with flared end sections,
whichever is applicable. Structure Numbers S089 05267, S089 05367, and S089 05581 would be
replaced with concrete box culverts. Structure Number S089 05737 would be repaired.
 
NDOR standard practice is that timber pile structures are not widened and, in the case of the
replacement of Structure Numbers S089 05267, S089 05367, and S089 05581, a cost effective
analysis determined that replacement with a concrete box culvert was the best alternative.

Overview 


A hazardous materials review (HMR) was completed by HDR for the Stamford East & West 
project and approved by NDOR on August 10, 2015.  The purpose of the HMR is to identify 
environmental concerns associated with hazardous materials and petroleum products which 
could potentially be encountered during the construction project.  This memo summarizes the 
conclusions and applicable mitigation measures found in the HMR and assists the 
Environmental Documents manager in completing the Hazardous Materials section of the CE 
Determination Form for Federal-Aid Projects. 


Hazardous Material Sites and Impacts 


The HMR identified one facility within the hazardous materials study area where a release had 
occurred.  The petroleum release was related to an underground storage tank.  Based on 
shallow excavations for NDOR construction and distance from the facility to the project, there is 
a low potential of encountering contamination during construction.  In addition, no Superfund 
sites were identified near the project. 


After the HMR was approved, the project description was updated extending the project limits to 
Mile Marker (MM) 58.85 in order to include the removal of a railroad crossing.  This extension 
does not change the conclusion of the HMR because no additional facilities were identified 
within 0.1 miles of the new project limits. 


Asbestos 


Structure Numbers S089-05267, S089-05367, S089-05581 and S089-05737 have been tested 
for the presence of asbestos. The results were found to be negative; therefore, it is unlikely that 
these structures contain asbestos. This negative result relieves the contractor from National 
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Emission Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP) reporting requirements, and NDOR 
will complete the NESHAP reporting for this contract.  No asbestos commitments are required 
 
Lead Commitments 
 
There is potential for lead based paint to be found on the bridge’s painted components. If the 
method of removal of the components generates paint debris, the waste shall be handled in 
accordance with NDOR’s Standard Specification for Highway Construction Section 732 (Lead-
based Paint Removal) and Title 128, Nebraska Hazardous Waste Regulations. Extreme caution 
shall be taken to minimize the amount of potential lead based painted material or debris from 
causing or threatening to cause pollution of the air, land and waters of the State. The Contractor 
shall recycle any lead bearing plates and/or lead shims at a legitimate recycling facility as found 
in paragraph 3 (environmental requirements) in Section 203.01 of the Standard Specification for 
Highway Construction and in accordance with Title 128, Nebraska Hazardous Waste 
Regulations. The Contractor’s implementation plan efforts shall be documented in ECOD. 
 
 
Unexpected Waste Commitment 
 
The contractor and the NDOR District will adhere to the following commitment: 
 
If contaminated soils and/or water or hazardous materials are encountered, then all work within 
the immediate area of the discovered hazardous material shall stop until NDOR/FHWA is 
notified and a plan to dispose of the Hazardous Materials has been developed. Then NDEQ 
shall be consulted and a remediation plan shall be developed for this project. The potential 
exists to have contaminants present resulting from minor spillage during fueling and service 
associated with construction equipment. Should contamination be found on the project during 
construction, the NDEQ shall be contacted for consultation and appropriate actions to be taken. 
The Contractor is required by NDOR's Standard Specification section 107 (legal relations and 
responsibilities to the public) to handle and dispose of contaminated material in accordance with 
applicable laws (NDOR District, Contractor).

The APE for archeological properties and standing structures was chosen to adequately identify any historic properties that may be potentially altered by this undertaking which includes both 3R and DR-5 project activities (See Enclosures 3 and 5).  3R (Resurfacing, Restoration, and Rehabilitation) projects focus primarily on the preservation and extension of the service life of existing facilities and on safety enhancements.  Anticipated 3R project activities can include: resurfacing pavement, structural and joint repair, minor lane or shoulder widening, and minor alterations to vertical grades that do not require substantial ground disturbance, bridge repair, removal or protection of roadside obstacles, and installation of ADA compliant curb ramps.  Project activities occur within existing rights-of-way or within minimal new rights-of-way.  DR-5 (New and Reconstructed Rural State Highway) projects typically involve construction of a new highway facility where nothing of its type currently exists, or a change to an existing highway within the same general right-of-way corridor through modification of the highway's horizontal or vertical alignment in order to accommodate travel demands or eliminate safety and accident problems.  Reconstruction can result in a change to the roadway appearance.
In order to accommodate any potential minor changes in the above project description that might occur during continued project development, the APE for direct physical effects to archeological resources and standing structures includes the areas of construction activities described above, generally extending beyond the present N-89 right-of-way 20 feet, and up to 50 feet at stream crossings. The four bridges, S089 05267, S089 05367, S089 05581, and S089 05737, none within or adjacent to a historic district, were investigated through a review of the National Register Evaluation of Nebraska Bridges 1947 to 1965 (including the reassessment of select pre-1947 bridges), and the Nebraska Historic Bridge Inventory of 1991.  None of the bridges are identified as eligible structures in the Nebraska inventories of bridges before 1947 or of those from 1947 to 1965.  These inventories, which were a joint effort between the Nebraska Department of Roads and the NeSHPO, evaluated the National Register eligibility of all bridges in the state.  The bridges are not listed in the inventories as eligible for inclusion on the National Register of Historic Places because they do not possess the necessary engineering/design significance to be considered eligible. The existing roadway on this segment of N-89 consists of two 12-foot-wide asphalt lanes and 6-foot-
wide earth shoulders.

• A shoofly to the north may be needed to replace S089 0551 with a box culvert. 
• The bridge (Structure Number S089 05737) will undergo repairs including Class 5 milling to 


remove asphalt overlay (full removal), partial and full depth deck repairs, 2-inch asphalt overlay 
with membrane EOF to EOF, and updating bridge rails.  The existing guardrail will be removed 
and replaced. 


• Asphalt patching operations will be performed prior to resurfacing.

I’ve looked at the small detour that was added and it will not change the conclusion of the civil rights
 analysis. Though technically the addition of a detour route will be an adverse effect to the low-
income population of the Village of Stamford, the effect will not be disproportionately high and
 adverse. The detour route is about 2 miles total length, but the length of the ‘out-of-direction’
 travel is less than a quarter of a mile. The detour route largely travels through agricultural land and
 is adjacent to only 4 -5 households of the estimated 92 household in the Village of Stamford (2010-
2014 ACS 5-year estimate, table S1101). This location is very rural (Harlan County, in which Stamford
 in located, has only a population of 3,423, as of the 2010 census) and N-89 has a small estimated
 volume of traffic (about 745 vehicles per day). Increased traffic congestion or commute times are
 therefore not anticipated for the low-income population of the Village of Stamford.

55+83 would require an approximate 75-day 
closure of County Road C where it intersects with 
N-89. A designated detour would be provided for C 
Road traffic, utilizing 711 Road and either Niobrara 
Avenue in Stamford to the West, or D Road to the 
East. 


NDOR understands that roadway construction may 
cause temporary inconvenience and hardships, but 
we are dedicated to improving Nebraska’s highway 
system.
