Dear Mr. Carnazzo:

This letter is in response to your January 31 inquiry regarding the possibility of local
jurisdictions granting a variance of their floodplain development regulations for your
department’s crack-filling, striping, milling and topping projects. If all three conditions
described in Section §006.05 of the state’s Minimum Standards for Floodplain Management
Programs (attached) are met, local communities may grant the variance.

As you indicated, crack-filling and striping will not have an impact on floodplains/floodways.
These activities fall outside of the definition of development as defined by the National Flood
Insurance Program and therefore a floodplain development permit is not required.

For projects involving milling and topping and other paving work, the “Certificate of
Compliance” jointly developed between our departments in 2009 should continue to be used for
meeting local communities’ floodplain development regulations.

Thank you for your efforts in keeping the Department of Roads’ projects in compliance with the
Nebraska’s floodplain management standards.

Bald and Golden Eagle Protection Act:

This project was reviewed for potential impacts to bald and golden eagles. NDOR believes the project site
does not have appropriate habitat for eagles. Due to the lack of suitable habitat and information that there are
no known bald or golden eagle nests within the project area, NDOR has determined that there will be no
impact to these species.

Migratory Bird Treaty Act:

NDOR has developed an Avian Protection Plan (APP) to reduce conflicts between construction of NDOR
projects and the laws governing migratory birds. This procedure is designed to protect and conserve avian
populations and reduce avian conflicts through changes in project scheduling (i.e. tree clearing outside of
primary nesting period), increased migratory bird surveys, and changes in project construction timelines.
NDOR will utilize its APP to reduce conflicts with migratory birds on this project.

The scope of work consists of crack sealing
to roadway. Due to the lack of soil disturbance and work occurring within the pre-existing
roadway fill material this project qualifies as an exempt project under the NDOR Hazardous
Materials Review Guidance Manual approved by FHWA on August 31, 2015. No hazardous
materials review is required. If the scope of work changes, the project would be re-evaluated to
determine the need for a HMR.

Although no HMR s required, the contractor shall adhere to the following commitment for
encountering unexpected waste during construction:

If contaminated soils and/or water or hazardous materials are encountered, then all work within
the immediate area of the discovered hazardous material shall stop until NDOR/FHWA is
notified and a plan to dispose of the Hazardous Materials has been developed. Then NDEQ
shall be consulted and a remediation plan shall be developed for this project. The potential
exists to have contaminants present resulting from minor spillage during fueling and service
associated with construction equipment. Should contamination be found on the project during
construction, the NDEQ shall be contacted for consultation and appropriate actions to be taken.
The Contractor is required by NDOR's Standard Specification section 107 (legal relations and
responsibilities to the public) to handle and dispose of contaminated material in accordance with
applicable laws (NDOR District, Contractor).
