Please review this document on historic resources for the subject project as required under 
Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966 as amended and implementing 
regulations at 36 CFR Part 800. 36 CFR Part 800.2 (c) (2), specifically addresses consultation 
between Tribes and federal agencies. 


An evaluation of the potential for cultural resources, both archeology and standing structures, is 
included below and in enclosures. 


Project Description 
This 3R (Resurfacing, Restoration, and Rehabilitation) project would resurface 7.90 miles of 
N-12located in Keya Paha County, starting 7.63 miles west of the west corporate limits of 
Springview, at mile marker (MM) 40.37, and extending east to MM 51.11, at the junction ofN-
12 and US-183. Construction may begin and/or end approximately 200 feet ahead of or beyond 
the actual project limits to accommodate transitioning the pavement. This project would be 
trenching or blading at the edge of the roadway surface to build the beveled edge. 


The existing roadway on this segment ofN-12 consists ofthe following: 
• MM 40.37- MM 50.94: This roadway segment consists of two 12-foot wide asphalt 


driving lanes and 8-foot wide shoulders of which 2 feet is paved with asphalt. 
• MM 50.94- MM 50.96: This roadway segment consists of two 12-foot wide asphalt 


driving lanes, with shoulders varying in width from 4 to 8 feet, of which 2 feet is paved. 
• MM 50.96- MM 51.00: This roadway segment consists of two asphalt driving lanes 


varying in width from 12 to 22.5 feet, with 4-foot wide shoulders, of which 2 feet is 
paved. 


• MM 51.00- MM 51.11: This roadway segment consists oftwo 22.5-foot wide asphalt 
driving lanes and concrete curb and gutter. 
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The improvements on this project from MM 40.37 to MM 51.00 consist ofmilling and 
resurfacing the existing 28-foot top roadway with asphalt. There would be a grade raise. From 
MM 51.00 to MM 51.11, improvements consist of milling and resurfacing the existing roadway. 
Guardrail would be removed and replaced with surfacing underneath. 


Scope details include: 
• Grading beyond the hinge point would be required for the following work: 


o Mailbox turnouts 
o Earth shoulder construction 
o Guardrail 
o Curb and Flume 


• Guardrail 
o Remove and replace guardrail with grading beyond the hinge point 


• The existing asphalt would be milled prior to resurfacing. 
• Asphalt patching operations would be performed prior to resurfacing. 
• Existing surfaced driveways and intersections would be resurfaced. 
• Rock or gravel would be placed behind driveways and intersections to match the new 


asphalt. 
• Mailbox turnouts would be constructed. 
• Surfacing would be placed under the guardrail. 
• The existing earth shoulders would be brought up to match the new asphalt. 
• Project surveying and staking would be required. 
• Areas disturbed during construction would be stabilized utilizing methods of erosion 


control as shown in the Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP). 
• Because the pavement work is considered to result in an alteration of the pavement in 


crosswalks, the NDOR would eliminate barriers to access by building curb ramps where 
required (none required). 


• Permanent pavement markings would be applied to all new surfacing. 
• Access to adjacent properties would be maintained during construction but may be 


limited at times due to phasing requirements. 
• This project would be constructed under traffic with lane closures controlled with 


approved temporary traffic control. 


Area of Potential Effects (APE) 
The APE for archeological properties and standing structures was chosen to adequately identify 
any historic properties that may be potentially altered given the scale and scope of this 
undertaking. 3R (Resurfacing, Restoration, and Rehabilitation) projects such as this one focus 
primarily on the preservation and extension of the service life of existing transportation facilities 
and on safety enhancements. Anticipated 3R project activities can include: resurfacing pavement, 
structural and joint repair, minor lane or shoulder widening, bridge repair, removal or protection 
of roadside obstacles, culvert repair and extension, installation of Americans with Disabilities 
Act-compliant curb ramps, and minor alterations to vertical grades that do not require substantial 
ground disturbance. Project activities occur within existing rights-of-way (ROW) or within 
minimal new ROW. 
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To accommodate any potential minor changes in the above generalized project description that 
might occur during continued project development, the APE for direct construction effects to 
archeological sites includes an area generally 50 feet beyond the present ROW adjacent to stream 
crossings [bridges and culverts] and 20 feet beyond present ROW along the remainder of the 
project. The vertical depth of the APE of 3R projects typically involves soils and deposits at or 
near the surface but may reach depths of 5-15 feet in the immediate area of bridges and culverts 
at stream crossings, depending on the local topography. 


The APE for effects to standing structures and farmsteads in rural areas includes an area 100 feet 
beyond the existing ROW to account for any potential direct construction impacts as well as 
visual effects. In the urban portion ofthis project, the APE includes the N-12 roadway proper 
plus 25 feet surrounding all intersections from the curb to adequately account for auditory and 
vibratory effects to structural and architectural resources. 
Definition of a broader APE for secondary or cumulative impacts is not required in this instance. 
There are no detours planned for this project. 


Archeological Evaluation 
An archeological evaluation was conducted by Highway Archeologist Courtney Ziska in May 
2015. A review of the Nebraska State Historical Society Cultural Resources Geographic 
Information System (NCRGIS) database and historic maps indicated that there are no previously 
recorded archeological sites located within the APE. An archeological reconnaissance of the 
entire APE was completed by Archeological Technician Nic Fogerty on May 18,2015. As a 
result of the reconnaissance, eleven areas with potential for archeological resources were 
intensively pedestrian surveyed with negative results (Enclosure 1). The remainder of the APE is 
limited to previously disturbed soils along the existing N-12 roadway or in topographical settings 
with low potential to impact intact archeological deposits. There are no archeological historic 
properties in the APE. 


Standing Structures 
A standing structure evaluation of this undertaking was conducted by Preservation Associate 
Megan Hilger in June 2015 (Enclosure 2). Historic properties were investigated through the 
Nebraska State Historic Preservation Office (NeSHPO) NHRSI/NRHP files, the Keya Paha 
County Assessor, and historic maps. An on-site survey was conducted by Hilger on June 15, 
2015. 


Within the APE of this undertaking, five properties were identified as meeting NeSHPO 
requirements for survey, and were further evaluated and surveyed. Of these, one (KP09-057) is 
recommended eligible for the National Register of Historic Places (NRHP). This property, the 
John F. Carr Farmstead, was previously recommended eligible in the 1989 Historic Buildings 
Survey of Keya Paha County and remains recommended eligible as a result of this evaluation 
under Criterion A, for Agriculture, and under Criterion B, for its association with John F. Carr. 
The remaining properties were determined to be not eligible for listing on the NRHP due to a 
lack of integrity and/or a lack of significant architectural or historic association. 


The Springview West project would resurface 7.90 miles ofN-12, and includes a grade raise, 
guardrail replacement, curb and flume, and shoulder construction. The eligible property, KP09-
057, would not be affected by the project as planned. Project activities are limited to the existing 
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ROW with no additional property rights required at KP09-057, so no direct physical effects are 
anticipated. In addition, the planned project activities would not introduce new visual elements to 
this property that would interfere with the farmstead's setting or how it interacts with the 
surrounding landscape. 


The Springview West project would have no effect on structural or architectural historic 
properties. 


Recommended Effect 
This undertaking has been reviewed under the programmatic agreement entitled Programmatic 
Agreement Among the Federal Highway Administration, the Nebraska State Historic 
Preservation Officer, the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation and the Nebraska 
Department of Roads to SatisfY the Requirements of Section 106 for the Federal Aid Highway 
Program in the State of Nebraska (July 2015) and meets the requirements to be considered a Tier 
II Project. Tier II projects result in a project effect recommendation of no historic properties 
affected. 


The Federal Highway Administration (FHW A) is providing this documentation for your review 
and comment and requests that the Ponca Tribe of Nebraska notify FHWA of any objections 
within 30 days of receipt of this letter.

This project was reviewed for potential impacts to bald and golden eagles.  NDOR believes the project site 
does not have appropriate habitat for eagles.  Due to the lack of suitable habitat and information that there are 
no known bald or golden eagle nests within the project area, NDOR has determined that there will be no 
impact to these species.

Overview 
 
A hazardous materials review (HMR) was completed by CH2MHILL for the Springview West 
project and approved by NDOR on November 24, 2015.  A HMR was required for this project 
because the scope of work exceeds the project exemptions. The purpose of the HMR is to 
identify environmental concerns associated with hazardous materials and petroleum products 
which could potentially be encountered during the construction project.  This memo summarizes 
the conclusions and applicable mitigation measures found in the HMR and assists the 
Environmental Documents manager in completing the Hazardous Materials section of the CE 
Determination Form for Federal-Aid Projects.  The HMR can be found in the NDOR project file. 
 
 
Hazardous Material Sites and Impacts 
 
The HMR identified one facility where a release has occurred within the hazardous materials 
study area.  The Springview Implement site has had a past release related to a leaking 
underground storage tank.  This site is located within Springview and adjacent to construction.  
A small amount of petroleum was releases when 5 underground storage tanks and dispenser 
lines were removed from the northwest corner of the property.  Subsequent investigation 
indicated minor amount of contamination remained after topsoil was excavated and disposed of.  
In addition, site reconnaissance revealed the location of a service station on the northwest 
corner of N-12 and US-183.  Database review did not identify any releases at this location and 
no obvious signs of contamination were found near the project footprint.  Based on the minimal 
scope of work within Springview consisting of milling a resurfacing the roadway, there is a low 
potential of encountering contamination during construction.

This project is located adjacent to the Village of Springview, in Keya Paha County. There will be no 
detour for this project. 


 
Limited English Proficiency Analysis: 
 
English is the only language spoken by 97.5% of the population in the Village of Springview. The 
population of the Village is about 240 people. This figure does not indicate the presence of an LEP 
population that reaches the NDOR LEP outreach triggers of 5% or 1,000 persons. No LEP outreach is 
recommended for this project. 
 
Environmental Justice Analysis: 
 
The minority population in the Village of Springview is about 0.4%. The Hispanic population is about 
0.4%. For comparison, the minority population in Keya Paha County is about 1.1% and the Hispanic 
population is about 0.5%. Block level US Census data does not indicate any concentrations or 
populations of minority persons on the project site. In fact, the project area is largely unpopulated. 
 
The population below the poverty level in the Village of Springview is about 6.1%. This figure is lower 
than Keya Paha County average of 16.2%.  
 
In the Village of Springview, the persons below the age of 18 make up about 21.9% of the population, 
and the persons aged 65 years and older make up about 29.8%. These figures are consistent with Keya 
Paha County, which is at 21.7% and 25.6%, respectively. 
 
There will be no disproportionately high and adverse human health or environmental effects visited 
upon minority and low-income populations, as defined in USDOT Order 5610.2(a), because these 
protected populations are not present in the project area.

This 3R (Resurfacing, Restoration, and Rehabilitation) project would resurface 7.90 miles of N-12 located in 
Keya Paha County, starting 7.63 miles west of the west corporate limits of Springview, at MM 40.37, and 
extending east to MM 51.11, at the junction of N-12 and US-183.  Construction may begin and/or end 
approximately 200 feet ahead of or beyond the actual project limits to accommodate transitioning the 
pavement. This project would include trenching or blading at the edge of the roadway surface to build the 
beveled edge.

 The HMR identified one facility where a release has occurred within the hazardous materials study 
area. The Springview Implement site has had a past release related to a leaking underground storage 
tank. This site is located within Springview and adjacent to construction. A small amount of petroleum 
was released when 5 underground storage tanks and dispenser lines were removed from the northwest 
corner of the property. Subsequent investigation indicated minor amount of contamination remained 
after topsoil was excavated and disposed of. In addition, site reconnaissance revealed the location of a 
service station on the northwest corner of N-12 and US-183. Database review did not identify any 
releases at this location and no obvious signs of contamination were found near the project footprint. 
Based on the minimal scope of work within Springview consisting of milling and resurfacing the 
roadway, there is a low potential of encountering contamination during construction.  


 


No Superfund sites are located within the hazardous materials study area. There is no structure 
modification or demolition occurring with the proposed project. No asbestos or lead mitigation is 
required.

Two other projects would be occuring in the vicinity of Springview West in the 6-year program book: 
Norden East (CN 80854, STP-12-3[110]) is a 3R resurfacing project that will be constructed in FY2019 
under traffic and Springview North and South (CN 80987, STP-183-4[116]) is a microsurfacing project 
that will be constructed in FY2019 under traffic. 


 


There are no anticipated cumulative impacts due to the proposed project in conjunction with the Norden 
East and Springview North and South projects referenced above. The projects occur several years 
apart and would not result in a cumulative interference with local traffic patterns. Cumulative impacts to 
biological resources are not anticipated. There are no negative long-term socioeconomic impacts 
anticipated as access to residences or businesses would only be limited during construction. However, 
motorists would benefit from the improved roadway and shoulders, and overall greater reliability of the 
transportation system.

Non-Threshold Property Impacts:  


Utility relocation or replacement is not anticipated for the project. If utility relocation or replacement is 
required in a later phase of the project, a reevaluation will be required if: (1) federal funds will be used 
for the utility work; or (2) the project construction contractor will be responsible for the work. If this utility 
work is identified during final design, the project sponsor will initiate the reevaluation prior to project 
letting. If the work is identified during construction, the project sponsor will initiate the reevaluation prior 
to commencing utility work. (NDOR Environmental, NDOR District) 


 


If either one of the above two conditions does not apply, later relocation or replacement of utilities shall 
be coordinated through NDOR and the Contractor per NDOR's Standard Specifications for Highway 
Construction, Subsection 105.06. Any environmental permits required for these utility relocations or 
replacements shall be the responsibility of the Utility. (NDOR District, Utility Provider(s)).  


 


Wetlands/Waters of the U.S:

Erosion control plans and storm water pollution prevention plans (SWPPP) are required on all projects 
that have one acre or more of disturbed soil. NDOR inspects all erosion and sediment control best 
management practices (BMP’s) including devices every 14 days minimum and after every precipitation 
event of 0.5 inch or greater as per the requirements in the General Construction Storm Water Permit. 
Any BMP adjustments and repairs are to occur within 7 days of the inspections to ensure that water 
quality is being protected to the maximum extent practicable. The SWPPP shall be maintained and 
discharge points shall be monitored by the NDOR District Staff until the site is 70% re-vegetated. At that 
time the Notice of Termination with NDEQ for the General Construction Storm Water Permit and 
completion of the SWPPP responsibilities shall be filed. (NDOR Environmental)

The contractor shall submit information 
such as an aerial photo showing the proposed activity site, a soil survey map with the location of the 
site, a plan-sheet or drawing showing the location and dimensions of the activity site, a minimum of 4 
different ground photos showing the existing conditions at the proposed activity site, depth to ground 
water and depth of pit, and the “Platte River depletion status” of the site. The District Construction 
Project Manager will notify NDOR Environmental which will coordinate with FHWA for acceptance if 
needed. The contractor must receive notice of acceptance from NDOR, prior to starting the above listed 
project activities. These project activities cannot adversely affect state and/or federally listed species or 
designated critical habitat. (NDOR Environmental, District Construction, Contractor). 


 


A-7 Waste/Debris. Construction waste/debris will be disposed of in areas or a manner which will not 
adversely affect state and/or federally listed species and/or designated critical habitat. (Contractor) 


 


A-8 Post Construction Erosion Control. Erosion control activities that may take place by NDOR 
Maintenance or Contractors after construction is complete, but prior to project close-out, shall adhere to 
any standard conservation conditions for species designated for the project area during construction. 
(NDOR Maintenance, District Construction, Contractor) 


 


S-3 Revegetation. All permanent seeding and plantings (excluding managed landscaped areas) shall 
use species and composition native to the project vicinity as shown in the Plan for the Roadside 
Environment. However, within the first 16 feet of the road shoulder, and within high erosion prone 
locations, tall fescue or perennial ryegrass may be used at minimal rates to provide quick groundcover 
to prevent erosion, unless state or federally listed threatened or endangered plants were identified in 
the project area during surveys.

American Burying Beetle: 


ABB-2 Mowing/vegetation removal and carrion (roadkill carcasses) removal must be done according to 
American Burying Beetle Conservation Measures Protocol and must be implemented at the following 
locations: along the length of the project. This work will be conducted by either the District or the 
Contractor, as determined by the District during contracting. 


 


R-1 For the American burying beetle, nighttime work with lights from June 1 – July 1 and August 7 – 
September 1 is not authorized. If nighttime work is required, the Contractor will notify the District and 
the District will request approval from NDOR Environmental Section at least 10 working days prior to 
construction so consultation with the USFWS, NGPC, and FHWA can be initiated. Approval from these 
agencies is required. (NDOR Environmental, District Construction, Contractor) 


 


R-2 Request for early construction starts in the range of the American burying beetle must be 
coordinated by the Project Construction Engineer with NDOR Environmental for approval of early start 
(District Construction, Contractor). 


 


Hazardous Materials:  


If contaminated soils and/or water or hazardous materials are encountered, then all work within the 
immediate area of the discovered hazardous material shall stop until NDOR/FHWA is notified and a 
plan to dispose of the Hazardous Materials has been developed. Then NDEQ shall be consulted and a 
remediation plan shall be developed for this project. The potential exists to have contaminants present 
resulting from minor spillage during fueling and service associated with construction equipment. Should 
contamination be found on the project during construction, the NDEQ shall be contacted for 
consultation and appropriate actions to be taken. The Contractor is required by NDOR's Standard 
Specification section 107 (legal relations and responsibilities to the public) to handle and dispose of 
contaminated material in accordance with applicable laws (NDOR District, Contractor).  


 


Traffic Disruption: 


This project shall be constructed under traffic with lane closures controlled by approved temporary 
traffic control. The project shall not result in traffic disruptions requiring detours, temporary roads, or 
ramp closures that are greater than 30 working days. (Contractor) 


 


The Wind Turbine Day fun run/walk occurs on the last Saturday in July and the route follows N-12 from 
the intersection of N-12 and US-183 to approximately MM 49.67. The NDOR project manager and 
contractor shall coordinate with the Village of Springview prior to construction to determine whether the 
event will occur and ensure that the project does not interfere with the event if it does occur. (NDOR 
District, Contractor) 


 


Access Disruption:

A portion of the project has been identified as being located within and/or adjacent to the Village of 
Springview's Wellhead Protection Area. NDOR’s Standard Specifications 107.01, 107.09 and 107.16 
address the Contractor’s responsibility to keep fully informed of, observe and comply with all federal, 
state and local laws and ordinances that affect the conduct of the work. (Contractor) 


 


Airport: 


Because of the proximity to the Springview Municipal Airport, the height of any equipment used in the 
construction of the project (or any antennae installed on the equipment) shall not exceed the local 
airport’s Height Restriction Zoning. Any Contractor involved in the project shall use the Notice Criteria 
Tool available at https://oeaaa.faa.gov/oeaaa/external/portal.jsp. (Contractor) 


 


If required, the Contractor shall file a 7460-1 Form with the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA). The 
form shall be required if the Contractor uses any equipment over 200’ tall, or the equipment breaks a 
100:1 slope from a public-use airport. This includes any trucks or equipment used during the 
construction of the project. NDOR’s Roadway Design Division shall verify clearance for permanent 
construction in the controlled zone from the Nebraska Department of Aeronautics (NDOA) and FAA. 
NDOR’s Roadway Design Division shall identify those contracts that shall require the special provision 
concerning the Contractor’s responsibility to gain FAA and NDOA clearance for temporary 
encroachments due to construction operations. NDOR’s Plans, Specification & Estimates (PS&E) / 
Contracts shall include the special provision in the appropriate project contracts. (Contractor) 


 


Borrow and Staging: 


Any material needed shall be provided by the Contractor. The Contractor shall try to obtain borrow from 
an upland site to prevent depletion issues. If the borrow site is within a depletion area of concern, the 
Contractor shall coordinate with the appropriate agencies and NDOR to offset or minimize impacts. The 
Contractor shall obtain all environmental clearances and permits required for the borrow site prior to 
obtaining borrow material for the project. 


 


The Contractor shall have a staging area for the project where material and equipment for the project is 
stored (e.g. re-steel, forms, etc.). The Contractor shall be required to dispose of material removed as 
part of the project described above and miscellaneous obstructions encountered and removed along 
the project. The disposal shall be the responsibility of the Contractor. A waste site may be needed. The 
Contractor shall be responsible to obtain all permits and clearances and all conditions of those permits 
shall be followed. (Contractor)
